Graduated from East China Normal University with a bachelor's degree in microelectronics in 2001; Master of Engineering from School of Electronics, Shanghai Jiaotong University in 2006. He joined the Shanghai National IC Design Industrialisation Center in 2001, and has been working in the technical service department as an application engineer till now. He was largely involved in the construction and support services for EDA platform for Chinese IC design companies. 

In 2002, the EDA platform was assigned a research project of CAD technology and development environment for deep submicron system on chip, which was funded by the National 863 Program -- a program funded and administered by the Chinese government intending to stimulate the development of advanced technologies. He was a member of the team, and the project was a big success. 

He was also actively involved in a family information gateway research project, which was also funded by the National 863 Program, and the construction of IC layout design authentication for Shanghai Municipal Labour and Social Security Bureau in 2002, promoting the Grey Collar Project in Shanghai.

In 2003, he worked with ARM on SoC design, and launched the incubator authorisation model using ARM CPU Core, promoting SoC design technology in China. 6. Ministry of Industry and Information Technology(MIIT) www.miit.gov.cn 

Transformed from the Ministry of Information Industry, the new ministry has integrated the National Development and Reform Commission (NDRC)'s functions on industry and trade management, the functions of the Commission of Science, Technology and Industry for National Defence except that on nuclear power management, and the functions of the Ministry of Information Industry and the State Council Informatization Office, according to the National People’s Congress (NPC)'s decision. A total of 24 departments have been approved for establishment under the new ministry. A state bureau of science, technology and industry for national defence will be formed under the new ministry. The State Tobacco Monopoly Administration will be merged into the new ministry.

The old MII, established in March 1998, was the state agency of the People's Republic of China responsible for regulation and development of the postal service, Internet, wireless, broadcasting, communications, production of electronic and information goods, software industry and the promotion of the national knowledge economy. 

MIIT is not responsible for the regulation of content for the media industry. This is administered by the State Administration of Radio, Film and Television. The responsibility for regulating the non-electronic communications industry in China falls under the General Administration of Press
