The Electronics Leadership Council and the UK Electronics Alliance are delighted that the Right Hon Kenneth Clarke QC MP, Shadow Secretary of State for Business Innovation and Skills, will be our guest speaker at an electronics industry networking dinner in the Council Room at One Great George Street, London SW1P 3AA on Monday 2nd November.

With the General Election certain to be held by May 2010 and having the potential to produce a change of Government, this event provides a valuable opportunity to hear the views of Kenneth Clarke, who could play what would be a key role in a new Conservative Government, with potentially significant influence on the future of the electronics industry.  It also gives the industry an opportunity to express its views directly to a key member of a potentially incoming Government.
Kenneth Clarke has extensive experience in Government, spanning three decades. He has served in two of the four Great Offices of State:  Chancellor and Home Secretary.

During his time as Chancellor of the Exchequer, from 1993 to 1997, Britain recovered from recession and was set on a course of economic growth with low inflation. In addition, the budget deficit was halved and interest rates and unemployment fell. 
In December 2005, he was appointed Head of the Democracy Task Force by David Cameron. The review ran for 18 months and looked at ways to re-engage people in the democratic process and restore trust in politics by restoring Cabinet Government and accountability to the House of Commons. 

In January 2009, Ken joined the Shadow Cabinet as Shadow Secretary of State for Business, bringing with him a wealth of experience from the public and private sectors.
